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Sendai Nuclear Power Plant: Electric
power to the city, profits to Kansai, and
nothing but dirty air in the disaster zone

In the disaster zone, we had no choice
but to abandon our hometown, the area
we knew so well. Now, these same
people are fighting to preserve their
memories and create a new sense of
community.

At the same time, large companies are
exploiting the tragedy to make a profit by
moving in and constructing inefficient
coal-fired power plants on cheap plots of
land.

Japan, too, supports using both coal
power plants and nuclear power plants as
sources of electric power.

As a small plant, the Sendai Nuclear Power
Plant often evades environmental
assessments by the Kansai Electric Power
Company and affiliated companies of
Itochu.

What's more, the Tohoku Electric Power
Company uses liquefied natural gas
(LNG) as fuel to generate power, and
twenty-three schools are located within
just four kilometers of the plant.

The area’s far—"all the way over there,”
people say—so all of this can be
done---Yet within the disaster zone,
sorrow and anger continue to swell.
