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1. Information on Nursery Schools and Kindergartens

In Japan, pre-schooling institutions are available for all children. Nursery schools,
kindergartens and “ninteikodomoen” (more information on ninteikodomoen can be found in the
Frequently Asked Questions section of this packet) are available for all parents to leave their
children in before they begin attending elementary school. There are important differences
between nursery schools, kindergartens and “ninteikodomoen.” The institution that you choose to
enroll your child into will depend on numerous factors, such as the age of your child, your
household’s work and living situation, as well as your own personal preference in terms of what
you want do regarding your child’s education. Below is listed the information contained within
this packet about nursery schools, kindergartens and ninteikodomoen.

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(2. What is a nursery school?]

Nursery school is a place that takes care of children between the ages of 0-5. Nursery schools take care
of children in place of their families, usually for most of the day. There are public nursery schools and

private nursery schools, both of which are roughly the same. The main differences are...
Public Nursery schools are created by the prefectural or city governments
Private Nursery schools are created by private individuals or organizations

Nursery schools take care of babies that are at least 2 months of age. However, they accept only
children whose parents are either working all day or working for most of the daytime and who have no
one to take care of them in their household. Nursery schools also accept children whose caretakers are
burdened by physical sickness or mental illness or whose mothers have just given birth to another child.
Nursery schools will admit children in these situations, even if it is only for a short period of time. Nursery
schools are open from Monday through Saturday. Schools generally accept children starting from 8:30
AM to 5 PM. On Saturday they accept children until 12 PM. If a family needs to leave their children for
extended periods of time due to their work situation, schools will allow the family to leave their children
starting from 7 AM to 7:30 PM on weekdays and until about 2PM on Saturdays. This is called Extended
Nursery Time. Because the period of extended nursery time varies from school to school, please ask the

nursery school staff or principal about the specific time.

Transportation to and from school will be provided by children’s own families. Some schools do have a
bus service available, but you will be required to pay extra if this service is provided. Children usually
spend their entire day at nursery school, where they will also eat lunch and snacks. Meals are prepared at
the nursery school (e.g. soup, various side dishes, etc.). If the nursery school that your child attends
provides rice, then you will need to pay a fee for this rice. Some schools will allow you to bring your own
rice from home. In terms of its function, a nursery school is a place that takes care of children instead of
their families, working to give support to families to help raise their children. The schools will teach kids
how to change their clothes, use the toilet, eat, brush their teeth, put away their belongings, wake up and
go to bed early and learn how to greet people in social situations, all with the support of the members of

the children’s families.

When you decide to enroll your child into a nursery school, you must first choose the particular nursery

school. Then you will submit the necessary paperwork at your local city/town government office. You will

be able to enroll in any local nursery school. However, the paperwork must be filed in the governing office

where you live. “Nyuusho” or “Nyuuen” is the name of the process of being admitted into a nursery

school. [Table 1] Preparation for enrollment into nursery schools - displays the example of the

admissions process starting from April of next year.

School entrance ceremonies are held. The school will give explanations on various
topics at this time. If you require someone to translate/interpret, you are

responsible for bringing this person.

When you submit the application form (Hoikumoushikomisho) for admission into nursery school at

your local government office, you will also be required to submit additional documents. You will need to

verify which documents are required at your local government office, because the documents required can

vary from family to family. [Table 2] provides an example of a child whose parents are foreigners working

for a company.

Fees for nursery schools are determined by local government offices. Therefore, depending on where
you live, the fees you will be required to pay will vary. The fees required of you will be determined based
on your entire family’s income tax rate or municipal tax rate. All tuition fees will be paid directly to your
local government office, so please consult with them if you have any questions or concerns. [Table 3]

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(4. What is a kindergarten? ]

Kindergarten is a place that will take care of children between the ages of 3-5 years old, before enrolling
into elementary school. There are public and private kindergartens available. You can leave your child
there, even if one parent or guardian is at home during the daytime. The function of kindergarten is
different from that of nursery school. In nursery schools, children are taken care of by staff members in
place of their parents for most of the day. Unlike nursery schools, kindergartens’ focus is not just to
provide care for children. Kindergarten is an institution where students learn to adapt to a school
environment with classmates in preparation for when they start attending elementary school. Like
elementary school, the kindergarten school year is divided into three semesters. There are no classes held
on Saturdays. They also have summer, winter and spring breaks. [Table 1] Kindergarten school events
over the course of a year- provides an example of the activities that occur throughout the school year.
Please use this as a general reference for what to expect should your child attend kindergarten. The three

types of kindergartens are detailed below.
National public kindergartens are created by the national government

Kindergartens hold classes Monday through Friday. Generally, classes start at I0AM and end at 2PM.

Some schools will allow children to enter as early as 8:30AM until about 6PM, which is called
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“Azukarihoiku” in Japanese. Some schools are even open during Saturdays, as well as summer and winter
breaks. This is also called Azukarihoiku. These special Azukarihoiku school days can vary greatly

depending on the school, so please consult with the school principal and teachers about these special days.

Generally, families will be required to provide their own children transportation to and from school.
However, some kindergartens will offer transportation to children by bus for a fee. Students usually bring
their own lunch to school. Some schools provide school lunch two or three times a week for a fee. Please
refer to section 2, table 1 of this packet ( [ 2. What is a nursery school? , [Table 1]  Nursery school
and kindergarten daily schedule] )

For a detailed illustration of the supplies generally required in kindergartens, please refer to section 2,
table 5 of this packet. ( [2. What is a nursery school?, [Table5) Supplies required for children 3
years and above) ) The supplies required are generally the same between kindergartens and nursery

schools.
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(5. Kindergarten admission procedures and fees )

Families can choose to enroll their children into any kindergartens that they prefer. Some kindergartens
hold a special day where they allow prospective parents and children to attend the school for one day to
observe and participate in the school day.

To apply for admission into kindergarten, you should first attend the school’s general information session
(called “nyuuen setsumeikai” in Japanese), where all information about the admission process is explained
in detail. You will be required to fill out and submit an application on a specific day assigned by the school.
All schools have a maximum capacity in terms of how many students they are able to accept (called
“Teiin” in Japanese). Once they reach their maximum capacity, they will no longer accept any more

application forms. Therefore, please turn in the admission application on the day specified by the school.

When a child is sick, they will not be allowed to attend school for the duration of their sickness. Even if
your child was fine in the morning, if he or she starts having a fever during the school day, the school will
contact you to pick up your child from the school. If your child contracts the flu, chicken-pox or other
contagious viruses, your child will be required to see a doctor and will not be allowed to attend school for
a specified period of time. Until your child receives permission from the doctor, he or she will be unable to
attend school. If you are unable to take time off from work to take care of your child for the duration of
their sickness, then you will be allowed to leave your child at a special medical facility (called
“byouji-byougojihoikushisetsu” in Japanese). Please refer to the link below for additional information

regarding this special medical facility in Yamanashi prefecture.

This special facility is usually located in pediatric hospitals, where doctors, nurses, childcare workers,
and nutritionists will attend to your child’s needs. These facilities are usually open from around 8:30AM
until SPM. Sometimes they will even stay open until 8PM. If your child was diagnosed with a sickness
from a doctor outside of the medical facility, then you will be required to bring documentation from the
original examining doctor to prove their diagnosis. Please ask the school principal for information about
these facilities, as the facility your child will go to will depend on where you live. You will be required to
make an appointment at the medical facility, so please call your designated facility prior to taking your

child there. The fee is approximately 2,500 yen per day. The 2,500 yen covers all day-care and lunch fees.
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During times of natural disasters (fires, earthquakes, floods, etc.), if the school is damaged during the
disaster, or if the school is unable to provide transportation due to hazardous road conditions, then the
school will attempt to contact parents to pick their children up. If the school contacts you, then you must
go to pick up your child immediately. In the event that such a disaster occurs, the school will send out a
mass e-mail/instant message to all parents. During the school entrance ceremony, the school will require
you to register your phone e-mail address or any other contact information that they can use to get a hold

of you during times of emergency.
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(7. Frequently Asked Questions )

Q1 : Which children are eligible for admission into nursery school?

A  Children between the ages of 0-5 are eligible for admission into nursery school. Only children
with special circumstances are eligible to enroll into nursery school. The different circumstances

are listed below from numbers A~

(DAIl family members of a child’s household are working for a business/company

@The household owns and runs their own family business or family farm

(@The mother of the child has just given birth to another child

@One of parents of the child has just fallen ill or has sustained a major injury and thus finds it
difficult to take care of their own child.
©)One of the family members in a household other than one of the parents has fallen ill, and
therefore requires support to take care of the child
®The family’s place of residence has sustained major damage from a disaster (fire, typhoon,
earthquake, etc.)

(@)The parents of a household are unemployed and are looking for work.

Q 2 : If my child suffers from a physical or mental disability, is he or she eligible for enrollment into

nursery school or kindergarten?

A © Admission for children with special needs can vary depending on the type of illness/disability as
well as the severity of their condition. If you suspect that your child may suffer from a disability,
please consult with the nurses during your child’s regularly scheduled health checkups. You can
also seek additional consultation at your local government office. Your local government office
will refer you to an educational facility that suits your child’s particular needs. Refer to the link

Q 3 : It is already June, so the deadline for enrollment into nursery school/kindergarten has already

passed. Is it still possible to enroll?

A [ If you have missed the deadline, it is still possible to enroll your child into nursery school or

kindergarten. Generally, schools will still take enrollment applications once a month. However,
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all schools have a maximum capacity in terms of the number of students they are able to take. If
a school has already reached its maximum capacity, then your application will be rejected. If you
find yourself in this situation, please consult with your local government office as soon as

possible.

Q4 : I am a divorced single mother with two children. Will the cost of tuition into nursery school

cost the same for my child, as a child that still has both parents? Also, will the cost of tuition

change if I decide to enroll my younger child as well?

A

. Depending on your income, if you are a single parent, it is possible that you will not need to pay

for the cost of tuition. Please check with your local government office for more details. If you
decide to enroll your younger child into nursery school, together with your older one, you will
receive a discount for the second child. The amount of money that gets discounted from your
child’s tuition will vary depending on where you live. Please consult with your local government

office for more details about how much of a discount you would be entitled to.

Q5 : I heard from my local government office/city hall that I can receive a discount if I enroll my

child into a kindergarten. Is this true?

A

. Currently, local and municipal governments are working to actively promote enrollment into

private kindergartens within their districts. This program is called “youchien
shuuenshoureijigyou” in Japanese. If you decide to enroll your child into a private kindergarten
within your local government’s district, then you will be eligible to receive a discount through
this program. If you decide to attend a private school’s admissions and enrollment information
session, they will provide you with paperwork detailing the process involved in order to receive

this discount.

Q6 : Do schools offer support for children with specific food allergies?

A

. Yes, both kindergartens and nursery schools offer some kind of support for children with specific

food allergies. When you enroll your child into kindergarten or nursery school, please detail any

food allergies that he or she has on the paperwork provided to you.

Q7 : What is “ninteikodomoen”?

A

A “ninteikodomoen” is a special kind of educational institution that combines certain functions

from both kindergartens and nursery schools. Any child that is not yet old enough to start attending

elementary school is eligible for enrollment into a ninteikodomoen. The school hours are the same as

a nursery school. Applications for enrollment into a ninteikodomoen are submitted directly to the

school. The cost of tuition varies between the different ninteikodomoen. As of April of 2012 in

Yamanashi prefecture, there are five ninteikodomoen in total. The town of Fuji Kawaguchiko, Koshu

City, and Fuefuki City each have one ninteikodomoen. Chuo City has two ninteikodomoen. For more
